March 13th  Rehearsal Details: 

☞ LOCATION: Lutheran Church of the Good Shepherd 
☞ 9AM – noon (Arrive 9AM. Rehearsal will begin at 9:15AM) 
☞ All singers should bring their music with them to rehearsal. 
☞ Dress: Blue golf shirts and jeans 

 
March 14th Pre-Concert Rehearsal and Concert 

☞ LOCATION: Lutheran Church of the Good Shepherd 
☞ CALL TIME: 2:30 PM 
☞ PERFORMANCE TIME:  4:00 PM 
☞ Full concert dress is required. All singers should arrive fully costumed (for example, 

shirt tails should tucked in and ties and vests on) at the time of Call.   All students 
are required to stay fully costumed for the duration of their time at the church 
(including pre-concert time, concert, and reception). This maintains a 
professional presence. Those wishing to change clothing before they drive home 
may do so in the rest rooms, but do not change until right before your family 
departs. (Singers will NOT be allowed at the reception out of costume!) Thank 
you parents for helping to reinforce this professional decorum. 

 
Directions to the Lutheran Church of the Good Shepherd: 
The church is located at 750 Greenfield Road, Lancaster, PA 17601.  Follow route 30 
West, past the Lancaster Outlet centers (Rockvale Square and Tanger). Merge right on 
to the route 30 by-pass and take the second exit (Greenfield Road.) Make a right turn 
onto Greenfield Road at the top of the ramp at the traffic light.  Follow Greenfield Road 
approximately 1 mile. The Lutheran Church of the Good Shepherd will be ahead on 
your left.

Attendance/Membership Behavior Code Reminder: 
Remember that participating Singers are required to attend the Saturday dress 
rehearsal in preparation for the Sunday evening concert; this is in keeping with the 
KSCC expectations set forth in the Membership Behavior Code that parents and singers 
signed at the beginning of the season. These included the following: 
 

☞ I will attend all concerts, unless other arrangements have been made in 
collaboration with the Directors at least one month prior to the event. 

☞ I will attend all dress rehearsals, unless other arrangements have been made in 
collaboration with the Directors at least one month prior to the event. 

☞ I will wear the full, required costume for each concert, arriving fully dressed in my 
concert clothing and presenting myself neatly. (Small earrings, no glitter make-
up or nail polish; no visible tattoos or body rings (eyebrows, nose, or tongue). 

☞ I will be on time for all "call times" for concerts and dress rehearsals.”
